Hymn Selection Criteria
Following is a list of criteria for selecting hymns to be taught and/or memorized in the Lutheran Elementary Schools (LES) of the Wisconsin Evangelical Lutheran Synod (WELS). Hymns selected were taken from Christian Worship (CW) or Christian Worship Supplement (CWS).  
Hymns to be taught and/or memorized should . . .
1. be Scriptural and primarily Christ-centered.
2. be distinctively Lutheran but also include hymns which are common to the whole spectrum of Christian hymnody.
3. follow the Christian church year but also be of a topical nature relating to the Christian life.
4. represent styles developed over the centuries by various cultures. 
5. serve as models from which students can learn to evaluate hymns for their doctrinal and devotional content, poetic worth, and musical quality.
6. honor the hymn choices in the Christ-Light curriculum.
