Their visit came six months to two years after the birth of Jesus, when
Mary, Joseph, and Jesus were in a home. This is recognized on the Church calendar on January 6th. Let us
celebrate the light of our Lord piercing the darkness of this present age! We welcome all of our Trinity
and Grace, Waukesha members, guests, and visitors to worship this evening, on this twelfth day of Christ-
mas!
