NOTES ONFALM SUNDAY

Palm Sunday is the beginning of Holy Week — the most intense week of our Christian Year.
Palm Sunday has been celebrated in the Christian Church since the 4" Century. 1,600 years
ago believers in and around Jerusalem would retrace Jesus’ route from the Mount of Olives
back into the city for worship.

Hosanna! is the shout of praise so familiar to Palm Sunday worshipers. It literally means
“Save us we pray!” Jesus was riding into Jerusalem to do just that.
