Normally, the gathering rite does not include the Kyrie and Gloria, but concludes with the Prayer of the Day and then continues with the First Lesson.  In this service, the Kyrie (CWS, DS II) and Gloria are included.  This is done to demonstrate a liturgical song (Gloria) done in a different style.  Any “contemporary” Gloria setting with congregational refrains could be substituted on the next page.

The musical setting of the Lord’s Prayer comes from CW:NSS and CW:OS, Prayer at the Close of Day, Setting II.  At Gloria Dei, we used the piano setting and had the flute double the melody.








This setting of the Agnus Dei comes from the same Mass setting mentioned for the Gloria on p. 6.  See ordering information there.





At Gloria Dei, we had the first phrase (measures 5-14) sung by a soloist, then the congregation repeated the same section, then we skipped the next section with slightly different music (m. 15-24) and jumped right to the conclusion (m. 25-32).  This created a three-phrase Agnus Dei similar to all other CW services, with identical music for each phrase.  The flute doubled the congregation’s melody.








The musical setting of the Song of Simeon comes from CW:NSS and CW:OS, Prayer at the Close of Day, Setting II.  At Gloria Dei, we used the piano setting and had the flute double the melody.








The musical setting of the Blessing comes from CW:NSS, Morning Praise.  At Gloria Dei, the flute doubled the melody for the congregation’s part.
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
