Please stand as the hymn is introduced, face the processional cross in the back of the church and turn toward the front of the church as the cross is carried past your pew.


The early Lutheran church retained many of the church’s historic customs in its services, including the use of processions and the traditional vestments for the clergy (alb, stole, and chasuble), which are being used in today’s service.

Kyrie, God Father in Heaven Above


Christian Worship #266


Martin Luther is credited as the father of congregational singing, but recent historical research has found that it took many generations before congregational singing, to the extent that we know it today, became normative in Lutheran churches.  Many Lutheran churches continued to use choirs for the hymns and canticles sung in worship for some time after the Reformation.  In keeping with this historical reality, a number of the canticles in today’s service will be sung entirely or in part by the minister or cantor.

COLLECT OF THE DAY


The term “Collect” (kah’-lekt) was used for the Prayer of the Day to emphasize the concept that this prayer collected together the individual prayers of worshippers into one final prayer.

O God, you reveal your mighty power chiefly in showing mercy and kindness.  Grant us the full measure of your grace that we may obtain your promises and become partakers of your heavenly glory; through Jesus Christ, your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.

Amen.

Gradual comes from a Latin word that means, “step.”  In some churches, the Epistle reading was read from a lower step in the chancel (i.e. front of the church).  The minister would move up to a higher step in the chancel as the choir or congregation sang the Gradual.

This hymn, prepared by Martin Luther for his German Mass, is a paraphrase of the Nicene Creed.  This is the one hymn in the service that was almost universally sung by the congregation in German Lutheran churches during and after the Reformation era.


The fourteenth century melody is rather difficult to sing by modern standards, and so the congregation will listen to the first two stanzas and then sing the third stanza.

SERMON
Based on Luke 12:13-21 

The sermon at the main service of the day was usually based on the Gospel lesson.

Another sermon, preached earlier in the day at the Matins (Morning Prayer) service,

was usually based on the Epistle lesson.

OFFERING

LORD’S PRAYER


The following is a paraphrase of the Lord’s Prayer that Luther prepared for his German Mass.  In Luther’s original version, the congregation did not speak the petitions of the prayer, but the minister simply explained each petition of the prayer using the words that follow.

M:
I invite you to lift up your hearts to God and pray with me the Lord’s Prayer as Christ our Lord taught us.

C:
Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name.
M:
Here we pray that God our Father in heaven would look with mercy on all his children on earth.  We ask him to give us grace that we might proclaim his Word faithfully and live our lives according to his will, for then we show that his name is precious to us.  We also pray that he would keep us from any teaching and living which would dishonor his name.

C:
Your kingdom come.
M:
We pray that his kingdom and the rule of his grace might come to us and grow in us each day; that all who are still captives in Satan's kingdom might be brought to know Jesus Christ, his Son, so that the Christian Church might grow and prosper.

C:
Your will be done on earth as in heaven.
M:
We pray that the Holy Spirit would strengthen us to do and accept God’s will in life and death, in good times and in bad, and that we might have power to put down our own sinful will and its desires.

C:
Give us today our daily bread.
M:
We pray that our Father would also give us our daily bread, preserve us from greed and selfish desires, and help us to trust that he will provide for all our needs.

C:
Forgive us our sins, as we forgive those who sin against us.

M:
We ask that God would forgive our sins as we forgive those who sin against us so that our hearts may rest and rejoice in a good conscience before him, and that no sin may ever frighten or alarm us.

C:
Lead us not into temptation.
M:
We pray here that God would protect us from all temptations and help us by his Spirit to put down our sinful flesh, to despise the world and its vices, and to overcome the devil and all his trickery.

C:
But deliver us from evil.
M:
And finally we pray that God would deliver us from all evils of body and soul now and forever.

C:
For the kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours now and forever.  Amen.

M:
All those who sincerely desire these things will say from their hearts “Amen,” trusting without doubt that their prayers are answered in heaven, as Christ has promised: “Whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you will receive it, and it will be yours.”

EXHORTATION

M:
I admonish you in Christ that you discern the Sacrament of Christ in true faith, and take to heart the words in which Christ imparts to us his body and blood for the forgiveness of our sins. Remember and give thanks for his boundless love which he proved to us when he redeemed us from God’s wrath, sin, death, and hell by his own blood.  In this faith you externally receive the bread and wine, which are his body and blood, as the pledge and guarantee of this.  In his name, therefore, and according to the command that he gave, let us use and receive this Sacrament.

SANCTUS
Isaiah, Mighty Seer in Days of Old

Isaiah, mighty seer in days of old, The Lord of all in spirit did behold High on a lofty throne, in splendor bright, With robes that filled the temple courts with light.  Above the throne were flaming seraphim; Six wings had they, these messengers of him.  With two they veiled their faces as was right, With two they humbly hid their feet from sight, And with the other two aloft they soared; One to the other called and praised the Lord: “Holy is God, the Lord of heavenly hosts!  Holy is God the Lord of heavenly hosts!  Holy is God, the Lord of heavenly hosts!  His glory fills the heavens and the earth!”  The beams and lintels trembled at the cry, And clouds of smoke enwrapped the throne on high.

WORDS OF INSTITUTION



The presiding minister will sing the Words of Institution using a chant melody that Martin Luther suggested.

Then he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, which is poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.”

DISTRIBUTION


Please come forward to receive the Sacrament at the direction of the ushers.  Guests are asked to refer to the statement about participation in the Lord’s Supper on the bottom of page one in this service folder prior to communing.


The communion practice in Luther’s day was to consecrate the host (bread) separately from the cup (wine).  The host would be distributed to the people after the Sanctus was sung.  The cup would then be consecrated and the people would come forward a second time to receive the cup after the Agnus Dei was sung.  Since this practice is somewhat impractical for our purposes, we will have the congregation come forward to receive both elements of the sacrament in our usual fashion after the Agnus Dei has been sung.

LORD’S PRAYER
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Luther suggested the short three-fold Kyrie that we are familiar with from the page 15 services in both TLH and CW.  The Kyrie used here (CW 266) become commonly used some time after Luther published his German Mass.





Luther did not specifically call for a setting of the Gloria in his German Mass, although this setting (CW 262) is attributed to him.  Another Gloria paraphrase, CW 263, was also commonly used in German Lutheran Churches.  In his Latin Mass, Luther suggested that the Gloria be sung, but also suggested that it could be omitted at the pastor’s discretion.





Joseph Herl points out that Luther’s creedal hymn was the one hymn specifically prescribed for the congregation and frequently sung in German Lutheran churches.  For more information, read Herl’s “Worship Wars in Early Lutheranism” (Oxford, 2004).





Luther’s chant for the Words of Institution can be found in Luther’s Works, American Edition, Volume 53 on pages 80-81, or on page 197 of Lutheran Service Book, the new hymnal of the LCMS.  Someone would need to refer to both and rework the Institution text from CW to properly fit the chant.





The chant for the “Peace” could be: “The peace of the Lord be with you [F to this point] al- [E, D] ways [F].  The organist plays an “Amen” cadence on F for the congregation’s response.





The Agnus Dei was scanned from CW.  Someone with a music engraving program may want to make a cleaner copy.
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
